Leak Proof Bag  

Materials: 

• One ziplock bag · Water 
(enough to fill up the ziplock 
bag just over halfway) 

• Five Sharp Pencils  

Method:  

1. Fill the ziplock bag with water 
and close it.  

2. Hold up the ziplock bag and 
poke it with the sharp end of the 
pencil. Try fast vs. slow… which 
works better? Push the pencil all 
the way through the bag!  

3. See how many pencils you 
can stab into the bag before it 
starts to leak.
